- © “Mass”? In the ancient world, it was customary to close an assembly with a formal
‘ ’ & dismissal. Still a product of their culture, the early Christians would conclude every
eucharistia in the same way: “Ite, missa est” or “Go, it is ended,” much like we still
do today. The earliest concrete account using the term Mass is 380 AD by St. Am-
brose of Milan. Based on the casual language he used, we can assume that the word
